RE:   Update on Milton Elementary School Boundaries  
_________________________________________________________________________ 
At the Halton District School Board meeting of January 7, 2009, the new boundaries for the 
Milton elementary schools were approved.  
 
These boundary changes were the result of input from school communities during the Fall of 
2008. The Milton Supercouncil, an assembly of Milton School Council chairs, principals and 
community members, provided input in developing the options for community consultation. The 
community consultations took place through various methods including surveys, public 
meetings, on-line submissions, and included a public input session on October 30, 2008, at Chris 
Hadfield Public School.  On November 19, 2008, the Milton elementary boundary 
recommendations were presented to Halton District School Board trustees for consideration.   

The following is a summary of the recommended boundary changes approved for Milton 
elementary schools for 2009-2010 school year. The boundary changes below are illustrated 
on the attached maps. 

 
Note: In all Milton schools, presently enrolled Grade 7 students will remain at their current 
schools for the 2009-2010 school year in order to graduate from Grade 8 with their classmates.  

Martin Street Public School  

• No change to boundary for English students at Martin Street P.S.  
• French Immersion students in Grades 1-3 (September 2009) residing between Derry 

Road and Main Street and between Tremaine Road and the CNR rail tracks will attend 
the new Milton #6. 

• French Immersion students in Grades 1-3 (September 2009) residing between Derry 
Road and Britannia and between Tremaine Road and Thompson Road will attend the new 
Milton #6. 

• All French Immersion students in Grade 4-5 (September 2009) will remain at Martin 
Street P.S. 

• Students residing in the small northeast corner of Derry Road and Regional Road #25 
will be directed to E.W. Foster P.S.   
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W.I. Dick Public School  

• Current Grade 6 students at W.I. Dick P.S. residing between Derry Road and Main Street 
and between Tremaine Road and the CNR rail tracks will attend the new Milton #5 
elementary school.   

• Current Grade 6 students residing between Derry Road and Main Street and between 
Ontario Street and CNR rail tracks will attend Sam Sherratt. 

• No change to the boundary for French Immersion students at W.I. Dick P.S.  
 
E.W. Foster Public School 

• No change to boundary for English students at E.W. Foster P.S. 
• The French Immersion boundaries will expand to include students living in the small 

northeast corner of Derry Road and Regional Road #25.  
 
Robert Baldwin Public School  

• No changes to boundaries for English students. 
• No changes to boundary for French Immersion students.  

 
J.M. Denyes Public School  

• The boundary of J.M. Denyes P.S. will be reduced as a result of the opening of the new 
Milton #5 and Milton #6 schools in Fall 2009. Students living in these newly developed 
areas will attend these new schools.  

• After completion of Grade 5 at J.M. Denyes P.S., students will attend Sam Sherratt 
Public School for Grade 6.  

 
Sam Sherratt Public School 

• Student living in the area south of Derry Road (between Armstrong Blvd and Fourth 
Line, north of the pipeline) will be directed to Sam Sherratt P.S.  

• Student residing between Derry Road and Britannia Road and between Tremaine Road 
and Ontario Street / Regional Road 25 will attend the new Milton #6 school.  

• After completion of grade 5 at J.M. Denyes P.S., students will attend Sam Sherratt P.S. 
for grade 6. 

 
Bruce Trail Public School  

• A 10-classroom addition was approved to accommodate students at Bruce Trail P.S. 
• Bruce Trail students from the area south of Derry (between Armstrong Blvd and Fourth 

Line, north of the pipeline) will be redirected to Sam Sherratt P.S.  
 

Hawthorne Village Public School  
• No change to boundaries for 2009.  
• Students living in the area north of the pipeline between Thompson and Armstrong will 

attend Milton #4 in 2010 when the new school opens.  
 
Chris Hadfield Public School  

• No change to boundaries for 2009. 
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Brookville Public School  
• No change to boundaries for 2009. 

             
Milton #5 and Milton #6 schools  
At the January 7, 2009, meeting, trustees also confirmed that Milton #5 will be an English only 
program. Milton #6 will have programs in English and the French Immersion (referred to as a 
dual-track school).   
 
Milton #5 Grade Configuration   
Year English Program 
Fall 2009 (opening year) JK – Grade 7 * 
Fall 2010 onward  JK – Grade 8 
 
* For the 2009-2010 school year, English track students in JK – Grade 7 who reside in the 
Milton #5 boundary area, will transfer to Milton #5 from the following schools; J.M. Denyes and 
W.I. Dick. Students currently in Grade 7 (who will enter Grade 8 in September 2009), will 
remain at their current school in order to graduate with their classmates.  
 
Milton #6 Grade Configuration  
Note: The French Immersion program begins in Grade 1 in the Halton District School Board.

Fall 2014 (onward) JK – Grade 8 Grade 1-8 

 
† For the 2009-2010 school year, English track students in JK –Grade 7 who reside in the Milton 
#6 boundary area, will transfer to Milton #6 from the following schools; J.M. Denyes and Sam 
Sherratt.  Students in Grade 7 (who will enter Grade 8 in September 2009), will remain at their 
current school in order to graduate with their classmates.  
 
‡ For the 2009-2010 school year French Immersion students residing in the Milton #6 French 
Immersion boundary area who are in Grades 1-3 will be transferring from Martin Street Public 
School. French Immersion students in Grades 4-8 will remain at their current schools (either 
Martin Street or W.I Dick).
