Rationale

For the school year calendar 2010-11, there are 196 potential school days between September 1, 2010 and
June 30, 2011. School boards are required to identify a minimum of 194 school days, of which no more
than six may be professional activity days and at least 188 must be instructional days. There may be no
more than 10 examination days.

The Elementary and Secondary Collective Agreements state the school year shall be equal to the
minimum number of days required under Regulation 304.

Situation

There are not 194 days available between Labour Day (September 6) and June 30. In fact, there are only
193 days available; therefore the school year must begin prior to Labour Day. We are placing one
Professional Activity day prior to Labour Day. School begins for students on Tuesday, September 7, and
for staff on Thursday, September 2, 2010. Friday, September 3 will be a Board designated holiday for
teaching staff.

For the first time, we are completely aligned with the Halton Catholic District School Board’s calendar.
This alignment saves the Halton District School Board $78,962. This was achieved through dialogue and
agreement on the part of the Halton District School Board and Halton Catholic District School Board

and our respective unions and employee groups.

Boards must submit their approved calendars to the Ministry of Education for approval by May 1, 2010.

The proposed calendar was developed with the input of the School Year Calendar Committee consisting
of representatives from interested and affected groups. (Appendix A).

The review process included input from elementary and secondary administrators and teachers, all
employee groups, School Councils and the Halton Catholic District School Board and other surrounding
Boards.

The School Year Calendar 2010-2011:
The proposed school year calendar for Elementary and Secondary schools for 2010-2011 includes 188
instructional days. It designates six professional activity days (see Appendix B for rationale).

Friday, June 10, 2011 is a PA Day for elementary teachers only. This is a contractual commitment as a
result of the PDT agreement. Secondary students will attend school on that day.

Secondary students have a PA Day on Friday, June 30, 2011

The instructional school year begins for students on September 7, 2010 with one Professional Activity
Day on Thursday September 2, 2010 for staff. Elementary students will attend school up to and
including Friday, June 30, 2011. The school year ends June 30, 2011 for elementary students. Secondary
students’ school year ends June 29, 2011 as secondary students have a PA Day on Friday, June 30, 2011.
Appendix C outlines the proposed School Year Calendar for 2010-2011.
