The Ontario Public School Boards’ Association (OPSBA) convened a meeting on January 18, 2011 to

explore the possibility of creating a Coalition dedicated to supporting the full continuum of services for
Children and Youth Mental Health.

The discussion at the meeting recognized and honoured the many organizations that work to support
the conditions which promote children and youth success and well-being in life and in school. It was
identified that there has never been a better time to come together to join in dialogue and action to
deliver a collectively aligned and consistent message that will have widespread resonance and impact
on developing and implementing effective, integrated and sustainable public policy.

There was support from all the representatives of the various organizations that this is an excellent
approach and one that each representative is taking back to their respective organizations-for formal
endorsement.

There is recognition that organizations have different capacities, roles and responsibilities, and as such,
will determine the extent to which they can support and participate in the various activities within the
Coalition. OPSBA is asking each of its Member Boards to add strength to this priority by becoming a
member of the Coalition for Children and Youth Mental Health.

The attached Statement of Intent (appendix 1) is offered for adoption by school boards in relation to
their membership in the Coalition for Children and Youth Mental Health.

CHILDREN AND YOUTH MENTAL HEALTH

STATEMENT OF INTENT

The Coalition for Children and Youth Mental Health believes that fostering social and
emotional health as a part of healthy child development must be a priority in Ontario
schools and a priority for integrated public policy in the province. Nurturing the whole
child promotes children’s rights. It involves engaging with the entire community of caring
adults to provide a full continuum of services that includes mental health literacy,
promotion of positive social-emotional development, prevention of mental health problems,
intervention services and clear pathways to care. The Coalition advocates for the conditions
that promote student success in school and in life and recognizes that this is strongly linked
with student mental health and well-being. It is vital to recognize that investing in mental
health and well-being of children and youth is an investment in Ontario’s future
sustainability and prosperity.

The Coalition’s work in this area will focus on:

e Mental Health Literacy and Wellness: Advocating for funding and support for an
effective mental health literacy program for all staff working directly with children
and youth in schools as well as promoting mental health literacy and wellness in
children and youth themselves

e Integration, not Fragmentation: Promoting inter-ministerial collaboration and a
multi-sectoral approach to ensure facilitated access to timely, integrated, responsive
and equitable mental health services for children and youth across Ontario

e Integrated Public Policy: Contributing to the development and implementation of
strategic and integrated public policy that will positively transform mental health
for children and youth through action that takes into account the impact of the social
determinants of health*

e Partnerships: Building a network of provincial partners dedicated to children and
youth mental health to ensure an alignment of priorities and consolidation of effort
for sustained change to mental health services, supports and promotion

e Student and Parent Voice: Ensuring that the wisdom and lived experiences of
students and parents provide a vital voice in the work of the Coalition.

RECOMMENDATION

Be it resolved that the Director prepare a report for Halton District School Board
trustees, including the ESAT results of Grade 1 and 2 students who have been
identified as NYR (Not Yet Ready) or Level 1 and that this report be received by
trustees in April 2011.

Rationale

The Electronic Student Assessment Tracker (ESAT) enables teachers, administrators and specialists to
record and monitor academic progress of individual students. The recorded results are a snapshot of
students’ skill level or achievement and testing and assessments are completed twice per school year or
as deemed appropriate by teachers and administrators or as otherwise mandated.

As we know, the early/primary learning years are amongst the most informative and early assessment
and intervention may significantly alter a child’s developmental, academic and social experience
throughout life. The Halton District School Board has been collecting valuable data through the ESAT
for several years. ESAT data is currently available and is a simple and cost effective way to provide an
overview of the number of students that are struggling in their first years at school.

Many kindergarten and Grade 1 teachers currently utilize this information to build classrooms and
differentiate learning. As well, many primary grade teachers have indicated a desire to further utilize
this data as a means of identifying those students who would further benefit from an early intervention
of Intensive Direct Instruction or other intervention with-in the *“home school”. It is important to note
that much needed support is already being provided to some students within the “home school” and
through Halton District School Board regional programming.

Providing the necessary building blocks for learning at the earliest age and stage possible will mitigate
the need for ongoing support for some students, provide a stronger foundation for others, and reduce the
number of formal student assessments and identifications within the system.

ESAT is a tool that is currently used within Halton District School Board schools and will provide
invaluable information as we move forward with our early assessment and intervention strategy.

Electronic Student Assessment Tracker — ESAT

What does ESAT do?

ESAT, the Electronic Student Assessment Tracker, allows teachers and administrators to record
students' results on different assessments and then view those results in ways that are meaningful. Data
stored in ESAT can be used to review, monitor and share the achievement of individual students (e.g. at
SRT's or parent meetings), view class-, grade-, division- and school-wide results (e.g. on formative
assessments such as TLCP cycles), create groups based on student need (e.g. using PM Benchmarks) or
chart progress over time (e.g. DRA). ESAT also provides the ability to view graph/table summaries of
assessments that use some of ESAT's pre-made scoring systems (e.g. 4 level assessments).

Who are the School-Based ESAT Administrators?

Principals, Vice Principals, SERTs, LRTs and Teacher-Librarians are designated as ESAT
administrators and have access to all classes within the school. A school-based ESAT administrator can
create an assessment that can be assigned to any or all classes (a “School-Level assessment”) and can
enter results for any class. ESAT administrators can also add assessments from templates (e.g. TLCP,
DRA sub-scores) and assign these to appropriate classes.

School-Based ESAT Administrators can also assist with identifying the cause of access issues.

What types of assessments does ESAT contain?
ESAT contains different levels of assessments:

Board-Level Assessments are required assessments. Board-level assessments will automatically appear
in ESAT. Results of these assessments are housed in the board's data warehouse (SKOPUS). For some
board-level assessments (e.g. PM Benchmarks), data is entered into ESAT at the school and copied
automatically to SKOPUS once a week. For others (e.g. EQAO), data is imported electronically to
SKOPUS from other sources and then copied automatically to ESAT.

School-Level Assessments are created at the school by a school-level ESAT administrator and assigned
to the appropriate classes. All, or almost all, classes participate in school-level assessments. Some
school-level assessments can be created from a template. These Template Assessments are pre-made
assessments that schools will commonly use (e.g. TLCP, DRA sub-scores). Templates allow schools to
create these assessments quickly and easily. Template Assessments can be selected and assigned by a
School-based ESAT Administrator (P, VP, SERT, LRT, and TL).

Teacher-Level Assessments are those that a teacher designs for the class or classes that they teach.

How is a student's progress tracked in ESAT?

Most ESAT results are retained when students change grades or move to another school. Teachers are
able to view results for the current year and from previous years for students who have moved through
the grades at that school and for Halton students who have moved to the school. The only exception(s) to
this are assessments which are considered local to the school context and formative (e.g. TLCP, School-
level or Teacher-level assessments); these results do not move with the student when s/he changes
school.

11056, such that Trustee Motions appear on a Board meeting agenda as an Information
Item one Board meeting prior to appearing on the Board meeting agenda as an Action Item.

Rationale

As per Halton District School Board Bylaws, section 15(a); currently when a trustee gives a notice of
motion, that motion goes on the next Board meeting agenda as an Action Item without ever having been
on a Board meeting agenda as an Information Item.

Members of the public should have the opportunity to delegate the board on Action Items. However,
because trustee notices of motion do not come to trustees as an Information Item, the current procedure
may circumvent the public's right to delegate.

By requiring trustee motions to come to trustees as an Information Item, trustees will have the opportunity
to discuss the item well in advance of a vote. Taking the time to weigh and consider these discussions will
help trustees to make informed decisions and best serve the needs of students.

Background
The current Halton District School Board by-law states:

Trustee Motions

15. A Trustee wishing to make a motion at a Board meeting shall do so in accordance with the following
procedure:

(a) Written notice of the motion referencing the intent of the motion and a brief rationale shall be
presented at the Board meeting preceding the meeting at which it will be considered as an
action item for a vote.

RECOMMENDATION

Be it resolved that the Halton District School Board direct the Director to investigate
the costs and ramifications that would be involved with changing the start times of all
high schools to approximately 9 a.m., and

THAT this information be brought back to the Board as a report, in order that the
Board may consider a decision in time for a September 2011 implementation.

Rationale

Adolescents experience biological changes that occur after puberty that change the sleep/wake pattern of
teenagers and increase the amount of time that they need to sleep. Research indicates that they need
about 8.5 to 9.5 hours of sleep a night. Many teenagers are getting less than this amount and starting
school later could help students get more sleep. Starting classes later, closer to when their biological
clocks are most ready for learning, could make a real difference in how much knowledge a teen acquires
at school.

Research has shown that chronic sleep deprivation results in daytime sleepiness, as well as mood and
behaviour problems, such as anxiety, irritability and possible depression. Other symptoms are impaired
memory, poor academic performance, a reduced ability to complete complex tasks and reduced time
spent on tasks.

Delaying the starting time for high schools would improve the academic performance of students. They
would be more in tune with what is going on in class and would be more ready for learning later in the
day. With increased alertness during class, academic performance is sure to improve.

In school districts where schools start later, students have been more alert, attended school more
regularly, and reported improved moods. It has also been reported that there has been less lateness of
students.

Additional results from a study done in Minneapolis schools showed that there was a significant
reduction in school dropout rates, less depression and students earning higher grades.

Shifting the time to 9am would allow for clubs and sports activities, which now meet before school, to
still meet, but at a more reasonable hour time for students and staff.

An approximate 9am school start for high school would mean an approximate 3:30pm end of day, which
is still early enough to allow for after school activities and for students who might work.
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We need to be providing the best conditions we can to make sure our high school students succeed and a
9am start time would definitely support this.

Background
Bill 122, Broader Public Sector Accountability Act, 2010 received Royal Assent on December 8, 2010.

This legislation provides new rules and higher accountability standards for designated broader public
sector (BPS) organizations, including school boards. The Act includes sections that provide authority
to the Management Board of Cabinet (MBC) to issue directives to designated BPS organizations in the
areas of procurement and expenses.

The directives apply to:

e All designated broader public sector organizations defined in the BPS Accountability Act
including: hospitals, school boards, colleges, universities, Community Care Access
Corporations, and Children’s Aid Societies

e Every other publicly funded organization that receives more than $10 million in annual
government funding

The Act requires all designated BPS organizations to implement the requirements under the
Procurement and Expense Directives.

BPS Procurement Directive
The Purpose of the Directive is:

e To ensure that publicly funded goods and services, including construction, consulting services,
and information technology are acquired by BPS organizations through a process that is open,
fair, and transparent;

e To outline responsibilities of BPS organizations throughout each stage of the procurement
process; and

e To ensure that procurement processes are managed consistently throughout the BPS.

Compliance with the Directive:

e Designated BPS organizations must comply with this directive.

e Inaddition, every funding agreement between a designated BPS organization and a ministry or
agency of the Government of Ontario is deemed to include the requirements of this directive.

e The designated BPS organizations covered by this directive are encouraged to review the
Ontario Public Service (OPS) Travel, Meal and Hospitality Expense Directive as they develop
their expense rules. This alignment will serve to provide the public with a consistent
expectation of behaviour not only across the OPS but also the BPS.

Next Steps
For the Education Sector, the BPS Procurement and Expense Directive is effective April 1%, 2011. The

Ministry recognizes that not all boards will be compliant as of this date; however, compliance should
be achieved as soon as can be reasonably expected. To support implementation of the BPS
Procurement Directive, the Ministry of Finance is developing “The BPS Procurement Directive —
Implementation Guidebook™, a BPS Procurement Directive toolkit and training materials (checklist,
templates, and process maps). In addition, the Ministry of Education has formed a working group, with
OASBO (Ontario Association of School Business Officials) representation to address issues specific to
school boards.

During the next few months, staff will be reviewing existing HDSB policies and administrative
procedures and updating, if necessary, to reflect the changes required as a result of the BPS
Procurement and Expenses Directives.

Public Sector Accountability Act

The BPS Accountability Act, 2010 brings in new rules and higher accountability standards for
designated broader public sector (BPS) organizations. The Act includes sections that provide
authority to the Management Board of Cabinet to issue directives to designated BPS
organizations in the areas of procurement and expenses.

In anticipation of the April 1, 2011 proclamation of these sections of the BPS Accountability Act,
the BPS Procurement Directive and the BPS Expenses Directive are now available to BPS
organizations.

The Diractives apply to:
= all designated broader public sector organizations as defined in the B8PS Accountability
Act including: hospitals, school boards, colleges, universities, Community Care Access
Corporations, and Children’s Aid Societies
= every other publicly funded organization that receives more than $10 million in annual
government funding.

BPS Procurement Directive

The Directive supports the Premier's public commitments to implement new accountability
measures in the use of public funds. The new rules will ensure greater transparency and
accountability in the purchase of goods and services and the consistent managemeant of
procurement processes throughout the BPS.

The Ministry of Finance will host information and training sessions for the BPS so that they can
ask questions and be clear about how the new rules apply.

Please ensure that everyone in your organization is aware of the Directive, especially those
involved in procurement activities. Note that the Directive also applies to goods and services
(including IT and consulting) purchased jointly with other organizations.



Implementation timelines will be phased-in because of differences in the ability of the various
groups to put the Directive into effect and to allow time to help them meet the new requirements.

April 1, 2011 e Hospitals

January 1, 2012 e Publicly funded organizations that received public
funds of $10 million or more in the previous fiscal
year from the Government of Ontario

BPFS Expenses Directive

This directive requires designated BPS organizations to establish expense rules, and sets out
requirements that must be included in each crganization’s expense rules. This directive will
help align the expense rules of designated BPS organizations with the high standards expected
in ministries and agencies.

It is expecied that the designated BPS organizations will be in compliance with the Expenses
Directive by the April 1, 2011 proclamation date.

In addition, this Directive serves as a guideline to all other publicly funded organizations. This
means that organizations that receive less than $10 millien in annual public funding can
consider this directive in any review or development of their expense policies and practices.
