Be it resolved that the Halton District School Board name the new elementary school
located at 2860 Kingsway Drive, Oakville (Clearview site),

Background:
The Halton District School Board’s mandated policy Naming New Schools state the process in which

potential names for a new school are submitted to the Board.

The policy calls for suggestion boxes to be distributed to area schools and public libraries in the
community. Submissions were received from January 4 until January 29, 2010. A suggestion form
was also posted on the Halton District School Board website. Media releases and advertisements
were placed in local newspapers, and posters were placed in schools and libraries to encourage
participation.

Entries were reviewed by a committee comprised of the designated school principal, Board Chair,
local Trustee, Superintendent of Education for the school, a parent representative from the school
community, and the Communications Manager.

The naming committee puts forward the following names for your consideration. More detailed
information concerning the rationale for these names will be provided when this report is presented at
the March 3, 2010 Board meeting.

Names for consideration for the Clearview school:

e James W. Hill Public School -- In the early 1800s James Wesley Hill was a slave from
Maryland who escaped to Canada via the Underground Railroad. He settled in Oakville and
later became a ‘conductor’ himself, risking his life to help other slaves escape to freedom.
“Canada Jim” — the nickname he was known by in Maryland, owned a strawberry farm in
Oakville and gave escaped slaves work on his farm when they reached freedom.

e Lakeview Public School - location of the school provides a view of Lake Ontario

- Kingsview Forest Public School — school is located on Kingsway Drive and the property has
an adjacent wooded area.

e Dr. Dave Williams Public School — Resident of Oakville, Dr Williams has had an impressive
career as a member of the Canadian Astronaut Corps, flying in two Space Shuttle Missions
and underwater exploration. Dr. Williams held various important positions within NASA
while he continued active astronaut training. Dr Williams retired from active astronaut status
in March 2008. In all Dr. Dave Williams has flown more than 18 million kilometres and
spent more than 28 days in space.

James W. Hill Public School
From the submission by Grade 5 student Cameron Pike.

James Wesley Hill was a runaway slave. He escaped slavery in the US and came to Canada hidden in a
packing box. He actually settled next to the Clearview area in Oakville --Ninth Line, south of the
railway which is now the Maple Grove area. Once here, he became an agent for the Underground
Railroad. He returned several times to the southern U.S., risking his life to help to free slaves. He
would work at night, hid in cornfields and would even carry women on his shoulders helping them
reach freedom. He guided many slaves on to Oakville. James Hill also provided work at his
strawberry farm and his at his “Hill Top House” for many of the former slaves. His strawberry farm
helped to make Oakville the one time strawberry industry capital of Canada.

Many who reached freedom, thanks to Hill, remained in Oakville and became an important part of the
community. James Hill’s home that he built still stands today at 457 Maple Grove Drive (3 kms from
Clearview School). It should be mentioned that James Hill had the help of Captain R Wilson and his
ship from time to time.

I think that James Hill represents courage, heart and not only knowing what was right but was doing
what was right, even if it meant risking his life. He helped between 700 and 800 slaves. | would be
proud to go to a school named after James Hill. Not only can we learn a lot when we go to school, we
can learn from the man who the school was named after.

Note: The name James W. Hill Public School was also submitted for the naming of West Oak #4.
(Emily Carr Public School).

Rationale below is taken from Board Report #08042:

This name was chosen for its local historical connection to the Oakville community. In the early 1800s
James Wesley Hill was a slave from Maryland who escaped to Canada via the Underground Railroad.
He settled in Oakville and later became a ‘conductor’ himself, risking his life to help other slaves
escape to freedom. An estimated 700-800 African Americans were led to freedom with the help of
“Canada Jim” — the nickname he was known by in Maryland. Eventually Hill owned a strawberry farm
in Oakville and gave escaped slaves work on his farm when they reached freedom. “Hill Top House,”
the house he built, still stands at 457 Maple Grove Drive in Oakville. Historical records indicate James
Wesley Hill worked with Captain Robert Wilson who hid slaves in grain vessels aboard his ships
destined for Canada.

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Dr. Dave Williams Public School - Bio provided by his assistant Tanya Gikas

Canadian Astronaut and physician, David Williams, is the Director of the McMaster Centre for Medical
Robotics at St. Joseph’s Healthcare Hamilton, and a Professor in the Department of Surgery of the
Michael G. DeGroote School of Medicine. The McMaster Centre for Medical Robotics is dedicated to
developing innovative robotic technologies to support the delivery of medical and surgical care to
patients in remote terrestrial and extraterrestrial environments.

Previous to this role, Dr. Williams served as a NASA mission specialist on STS-118 (August 8 to 21,
2007), the 119th space shuttle flight, the 22nd flight to the station, and the 20th flight for Endeavour.
Dr. Williams took part in three of the four spacewalks, the highest number of spacewalks performed in
a single mission. He spent 17 hours and 47 minutes outside, a Canadian record.

Dr. Williams was born in Saskatoon, Saskatchewan and graduated from McGill University, Montréal,
Quebec, with a Bachelor of Science, Major in Biology (1976). He obtained a Master of Science from
the Physiology Department, a Doctorate of Medicine and a Master of Surgery from the Faculty of
Medicine, McGill University (1983).

Among his academic endeavours and clinical interests, Dr. Williams’ interests include
cardiopulmonary-cerebral resuscitation, pre-hospital emergency cardiac care, space medicine, critical
care aero-medical transport, robotic and telerobotic surgery.

Among the many degrees held by Dr. Williams, most notable are his Honourary Doctorate of Science
at McGill University in Montreal, Quebec, and at the University of Wales at Cardiff, Wales.

Dr. Williams’ many affiliations and awards include: Board Member for the Canadian Foundation for
the International Space University (2009), Board Member for the Centre for Surgical Invention and
Innovation (2009), Board Member for the Spinal Cord Injury Solutions Network (2008), Board
Member for Canadian Warplane Heritage Museum (2008), A Fellowship in The Explorer’s Club (June
2008), Exceptional Service Award from NASA (June 2008), Honourary Board Member of
Neuroscience Canada (May 2008), Member of the Canadian Commission for Antarctic Research,
Honorary Doctor of Laws, University of Saskatchewan (2004), NASA JSC Space and Life Sciences
Directorate Special Professional Achievement Award for the Implementation of the Automatic External
Defibrillator Program that has saved several lives at the NASA Johnson Space Center (2003), NASA
Outstanding Leadership Medal (2002), Patron of the International Life Saving Federation (2002), and
Rotary National Award for Space Achievement (2000).

Dr. Williams is a Fellow of the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons and the College of Family
Physicians of Canada. He is also a member of the College of Physicians of Ontario, the Ontario
Medical Association, the Canadian Association of Emergency Physicians, the Undersea and Hyperbaric
Medicine Society and the Aerospace Medical Association.

In 1988, Dr. Williams became an emergency physician with the Department of Emergency Services at
Sunnybrook Health Science Centre, while also lecturing with the Department of Surgery at the
University of Toronto. He served as a member of the Air Ambulance Utilization Committee with the
Ministry of Health in Ontario, both as an academic emergency physician and later as a representative of
community emergency physicians. In addition, he has trained basic ambulance attendants, paramedics,
nurses, residents, and practicing physicians in cardiac and trauma resuscitation with both the Canadian
Heart and Stroke Foundation and the American College of Surgeons.

From 1989 to 1990 he served as an emergency physician with the Emergency Associates of Kitchener,
Waterloo and as the medical director of the Westmount Urgent Care Clinic. In 1990, he returned to
Sunnybrook as medical director of the Advanced Cardiac Life Support Program and also as the
coordinator of postgraduate training in emergency medicine. Subsequently, he became the director of
the Department of Emergency Services at Sunnybrook Health Science Centre and assistant professor of
Surgery at the University of Toronto.
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Dr. Williams (cont’d)

In June 1992, Dr. Williams was selected by the Canadian Space Agency as one of four successful
candidates from a field of 5330 applicants to begin astronaut training. He completed basic training, and in
May 1993, was appointed manager of the Missions and Space Medicine Group within the Canadian
Astronaut Program. His assignments included supervising the implementation of operational space
medicine activities for the Canadian Astronaut Program Space Unit Life Simulation (CAPSULS) Project.

In January 1995 Dr. Williams was selected to join the international class of NASA mission specialist
astronaut candidates. He reported to the Johnson Space Center (JSC) in March 1995 for a year of
training and evaluation. Following his successful completion of this training in May 1996, he was
assigned to the Payloads and Habitability Branch of the NASA Astronaut Office. As a representative of
the Office, he participated in the JSC Institutional Review Board and Science Merit Review
Committee, the Independent Advisory Team for the International Space Station Crew Health Care
System (CHeCs), the JSC Radiation Constraints Panel and was involved in the development of the
Human Research Facility.

In April 1998 Dave participated in STS-90 as Mission Specialist 3 aboard Space Shuttle Columbia.
Columbia orbited the Earth 256 times, covered more than 10 million kilometres and spent more than
381 hours in space. From July 1998 until September 2002, Dave held the position of Director of the
Space and Life Sciences Directorate at the Johnson Space Center in Houston, Texas. With this
appointment, he became the first non-American to hold a senior management position within NASA.

In October 2001, he became an aquanaut through his participation in the joint NASA-NOAA (National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration) NEEMO 1 mission, a training exercise held in Aquarius, the
world's only underwater research laboratory. During this seven-day exercise, he became the first
Canadian to have lived and worked in space and in the ocean. In addition to this, Dr. Williams took the
lead of NEEMO 9 as the crew commander of this mission dedicated to assess new ways to deliver
medical care to a remote location, as would be done in a long space flight.

Additional information regarding his involvement in schools and education:

Dr. Williams is currently working with the Canadian Space Agency and various schools throughout
Canada providing an educational forum of knowledge transfer regarding “my body and space”
which is a series developed to help children understand what happens to the body while in space (Dr.
Williams leads children through exercises to demonstrate this).

Coates Crossing

Robert Coates was born on November 3, 1836 and died on January 7, 1910. He was the eldest son of
James Coates and Elizabeth Abelson and was born on his father's farm in Trafalgar Township, about
two miles from Milton (Lot 11, Con. 1. Trafalgar Township). He was married twice, first on January
15, 1867 to Elizabeth Tock (1841-Jan. 31, 1892). They had two children. His second wife was
Clarice Campbell McPhail (1856-Mar.9, 1919). She was struck and killed at the C.P.R. crossing at
Martin St., Milton. They had no children. For many years, Mr. Coates taught school at Lowville,
Burlington, Norval and elsewhere. He finally retired with a teacher's pension and was appointed
Town Clerk of Milton in 1891, serving 18 years until his death in 1910. He was a member of the
Methodist Church and, in 1895, Master of St. Clair Lodge. On Jan. 28, 1904, he was appointed
Librarian of the Mechanics' Institute in Milton. At his death, it was reported that the funeral
procession consisted of more than 50 members of the Masonic Lodge heading the procession followed
by the Mayor and Council of the town. Burial was in Evergreen Cemetery, Milton."

Robert McCaw

Robert McCaw is recognized as one of the leading nature and wildlife photographers in Canada and
the United States. His images have appeared on the covers of more than 400 publications and have
illustrated numerous books, calendars, notecards, puzzles and magazines — Audubon, Birder's World,
Birdwatcher's Digest, Canadian Geographic, Canadian Wildlife, Cottage Life, Ducks Unlimited,
Firefly, National Geographic, Natural History, Nature Canada, On Nature, Science, Sierra Club,
Stokes Nature Guides, and Wildbird, to name but a few.

He has received numerous recognitions for photographs, including in 1997 when he was featured as
one of 10 world class photographers in an Outdoor Canada Magazine article. He was an exclusive
photographer for numerous calendars including Audubon’s, Petersen Field Guide, Canadian Wildlife,
and Firefly Books — a book of Birds for young adults entitled "Birds A to Z".

Robert McCaw started teaching in 1961 at WI Dick Middle School. He also taught at Martin Street
Public School and was principal at WI Dick, Brookville and Stewarttown. He retired from Harrison
Public School in 1990.

John Deacon - Teacher, merchant, school inspector 1841-1925
This nomination supported by motion at a recent Milton Historical Society meeting.

John Deacon was born on November 12, 1841 near Belfast, Ireland, the son of William Deacon
(Anglican Minister) and Ann Scott.

The family emigrated to Boston, Mass. in 1842 and by 1850 were in Wolfe’s Cove, Quebec and
finally Toronto. His mother was hospitalized and he was apprentice to a farmer (William Utter of
Trafalgar Township) where he worked and attended school until 1860. In 1861 he went to Berea, Ohio
to a boarding school for three terms. He began teaching in a rural school in Oxford County in 1863. In
1864 he married Frances Allin and they had six children.
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(John Deacon — cont’d)

John left teaching 1897 and went into the grocery business until 1869 when he returned to the teaching
profession in Oxford County. While he was Principal at Woodstock Public and Model School in 1885,
he was selected as Public School Inspector for Halton County to succeed Robert Little. He resigned
December 26, 1912 but on request from the Halton County Council continued to March 1, 1913 when
his successor J.M. Denyes, BA of Belleville, was appointed. He purchased a house (360 Pine St) at the
corner of Court and Pine St in Milton $2,250 where he lived during his time in Milton.

In 1897 he was president of the Milton Wire and Roofing Co, Ltd. Milton, Ontario, manufacturers of
metallic roofing and siding.

His community involvement went beyond education. He was very active in the Methodist Church and
the Upper Canada Bible Society. He was a member of the Milton Town Council in 1885, 1898 and
1907-1909. He was Mayor of Milton from 1899-1901 and 1910. He contested the election for the
House of Commons seat for the Liberal Party in the election of 1904 against the sitting Conservative
member, David Henderson, but was defeated by just 104 votes.

Mr. Deacon died in Toronto at his son’s house on July 26, 1925.

In 2007, the Ontario Government appointed Dr. Bondar Chair of the
Working Committee on Environmental Education to strengthen environmental education
in the curriculum of elementary and secondary schools.

Palermo -
The Palermo community is referenced back to the 1841 census.

History of the name Palermo -- According to Lance Naismith, Oakville Historical Society, there are
many places in Halton named in connection to Lord Horitio Nelson, British Admiral (1758-1805).
Lord Bronte was one of his titles and Palermo, Italy (Sicily) was where he met his mistress, Lady
Hamilton, after the Battle of the Nile. The two were eventually married.

There is a Palermo Schoolhouse located at 2431 Dundas Street West, which has been recommended
for heritage designation (according to 2009 Town of Oakville documents). It is listed on the Oakville
Register of Properties of Cultural Heritage Value or Interest. Constructed in the early 1940s,
complete with the cornerstone of the previous schoolhouse built in 1875, it served as a school in the
village of Palermo for a couple of decades. Since its closure, the building has been used by the
Trafalgar Police Department. The Trafalgar Historical Society currently occupies the school.

The village of Palermo is considered the oldest remaining urban centre in Oakville and one of the
town’s only original remaining villages.

The former Halton Board of Education had previously owned a school named Palermo Public School,
located on Bronte Road, east side, south of Hwy #5. The school was closed and sold in 1978.

Kepler - The Kepler Mission, NASA Discovery Mission #10, is specifically designed to survey
our region of the Milky Way galaxy to discover hundreds of Earth-sized and smaller planets in or
near the habitable zone and determine how many of the billions of stars in our galaxy have such
planets.

The Kepler mission was launched in March 2009 from Cape Canaveral. It is equipped with a
digital camera capable of obtaining a 95 million-pixel image.

The mission was named Kepler after the 17" century German mathematician, astronomer and
astrologer. Kepler did fundamental work in the field of optics, invented an improved version of
the refracting telescope (the Keplerian Telescope).

Ellis Bell — (pen name for author Emily Bronte)
Ellis Bell is the pen name for author Emily Bronte. Street names in the school neighbourhood are
associated with the literary works of Emily Bronte.

According to the Bronte Historical Society’s Barbara McAlpine, there is no connection between
the author Emily Bronte and the community of Bronte in Oakville. The Village of Bronte, like
the Village of Palermo, was named for Lord Horitio Nelson, British Admiral (1758-1805), whose
title was also Lord Bronte.
