Background 
On October 15, 2008, the Board approved the recommendation from Report  08154: Recommended Capital 
Priorities, which included construction of the following projects. 

1. Georgetown High School Addition; 
2. Capital Investment required re: the North Oakville Program & Accommodation Review; 
3. Capital Requirements required re: the Southeast Oakville Program & Accommodation Review; 
4. Orchard Park Elementary #3; 
5. Oakville Palermo Elementary; 
6. Bruce Trail Elementary addition; 
7. Milton Elementary #7; 
8. North Oakville Secondary School; and 
9. North East Burlington Secondary School 

Subsequent to trustee approval, business services staff completed and submitted to the Ministry of 
Education, the Capital Priorities Template and Capita Liquidity Template (previously distributed 
and available on request from Superintendent of Business Steven Parfeniuk). 

These documents detailed the Halton District School Board priorities and included a detailed 
funding description for the projects as follows:

Situation 
Following Board approval for the projects, Business Services staff met with Ministry staff to 
discuss the details and funding for the 2008-12 Long Term Capital Plan.   

On May 20, 2009 the Ministry issued an approval to proceed on the above projects with the 
provision Trustees approve an undertaking, which would indicate proceeds of disposition would be 
used to fund $12,485,336 of the $51,942,174 in total construction costs.  The remainder of the 
funding would be received from the Ministry of Education.
