	Treasurer’s Report:
	Andrea presented the Treasurer’s Report.  $5,100 has been carried forward from last year.  We received an HST rebate for 2009-2010 of $79.86.  Current expenditures are:  $100 towards the Open House; and $500 being held for the Steel Pan Band.  Andrea will speak with Mrs. Henderson with regards to allocating the teacher’s stipends for this school year.  Council has offered teachers a $3/student bus subsidy in order to encourage field trips.  $1,000 has been allocated towards a 2011/2012 Arts project, however, those funds many not be needed due to the Grant provided to Sheridan in regards to our Arts programs.  PIC money will be used for the Volunteer tees (of which we have purchased 15, including one for Principal Skanes).


	 Principal’s Update:
	1. Lunch Lady & Milk Orders.  Lunch Lady order forms are being received from students, the Milk program will be starting on Monday, September 26.
2. Activities are Underway.  Sheridan’s XCountry team is practicing for their meet on September 26.  Choir is currently practicing for their Open House performance.
3. Staff Learning/In Services.  Teachers have attended the Growing Success workshop (readying them for the progress reports in November); Special Education has begun with IEP and Gifted Screening Process  
4. A New School Year.  We’ve had a positive result with the new school year.  Students are settling back into the routines of school.   The kindergarten students bring their own charm and energy to the school. 
5. Restructuring.   As with any September, actual enrolment figures are reconsidered and need to meet Ministry Guidelines, Sheridan has been reorganized as follows:  5 Kindergarten classes; Grades: 1-2; 2; 3; 3-4; 4; 5.  Reorganization of grades 1 to 5 was implemented on Monday, September 19 and the new A-track class will begin Monday, September 26.  The hiring process for the A-track kindergarten teacher is underway and should be completed by Thursday, September 22.  Reorganization is always a disruption to the beginning of the school year but thanks to the supportive and understanding Sheridan Community - parents and staff, the process was very smooth.
6. 2011/2012 School Year Objectives.  Mrs. Skanes' underlying focus is promoting what is best for the children and that frames her work here at Sheridan.
