General Notes

At the start of the boundary review (October 2018), it was assumed that Oakville NE #2 ps would
open in 2019/2020 school year; as the review progressed and more information regarding provincial
funding was updated it was determined that the school would not be able to be constructed in time
for a 2019/2020 school year opening and most likely be opening for Sept 2020

Projections for these four scenarios presented to the public assumes September 2020
implementation and current boundaries will remain for 2019/2020 school year

0 Oakville NE #2 ps opens September 2020, initial assumption is that Oakville NE #2 ps will
open as JK-7 ENG and 2-7 Fl school (if scenario has Oakville NE #2 ps offering a Fl program),
unless otherwise described in scenario
